PROCEDURES OF THE MEETI NG

M. Varley went into the procedure of the neeting as follows:
After the legal notice of each conditional, special use permt,
site plan or subdivision plan is read by the Chair, the Board
will determine if that the application is conplete and ready for
the Board to take jurisdiction. The public hearing will begin at
which tinme the applicant or representative will be given tine to
present an overview and description of their project. The
applicant shall speak to whether or not they agree wth
recommended staff stipulations. The Board wll then have an
opportunity to ask questions of the applicant or staff.

The Chair will then ask for testinony from the audience. First
anyone w shing to speak in opposition or with concern to the
plan may speak. Please cone forward to the mcrophone, state
their name and address for the record. This would be the tinme to
ask questions they may have regarding the plan. Next public
testinmony will cone from anyone wi shing to speak in favor of the
plan. The applicant will then be allowed a rebuttal period at
which time they shall speak to any issues or concerns raised by
prior public testinony.
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One public menber will then be granted an opportunity to speak
to those issues brought by the applicant during their rebuttal
period. The Board will then ask any relevant follow up questions
of the applicant if need be.

After this is conpleted the public hearing wll end and the
Board will resume the public neeting at which tine the Board
will deliberate and vote on the application before us. The Board

asks that both sides keep their remarks to the subject at hand
and try not to repeat what has al ready been said.

Above all, the Board wants to be fair to everyone and nake the
best possible decision based on the testinony presented and al
applicable approval criteria established in the Nashua Revised
Ordi nances for conditional, special use permts, site plans and
subdi vi si ons.

M. Kelly asked if porous material wll be used when paving
Bancroft Street.

M. Vayo said a portion of the street will have porous pavenent.
He said, regarding site design standards, they are planning to
come back before the Board for a site plan anendnent to
reconcile the subdivision with the site plan.
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M. LeCair asked if any of the comments in the January 12'"
letter from Jeanne Wal ker will affect the subdivision lot I|ines,
or do they only pertain to site plan issues.

M. Vayo said the Arnmy Corps of Engineers, the Cty of Nashua
and Renai ssance Downt owns, LLC are working together to
accommobdat e energency access to the levee. They have a few
options, but he cannot give a concrete answer at this tine. The
intention is to resolve the issue without noving the lot |ine.

M. Houston said if needed, the applicant can conme back for
approval of lot line relocation. Item #10 in the staff report
covers this issue.

M. Dookran asked if the road design wll accombpdate the
abutter.

M. Auger said that should have been addressed during the site
pl an approval process. It does not have anything to do with this
subdi vi si on.

M. Mynard introduced hinself as representing the applicant. He
gave an overview of the proposed project. He said they are
requesting t wo wai vers regar di ng t he requirenents for
underground wutilities and sidewalk construction on Underhill
Street. The applicant is proposing to nmake a contribution of
$3,300.00. He also said stipulation #3 should reflect Jeanne
Walker”s most recent letter dated January 14, 2016.

M. Wber asked if the proposed sidewalk repairs along Burke
Street would be up to Gty code.

M. Mynard said Underhill Street falls within the “RB” zone,
which allows duplexes. He clarified that the rear yard setback
is 20°. Regarding privacy barriers, this is a standard
subdi vision and property owners can choose to plant trees or
other barriers on their own lots if desired.

M. Varley asked if any fencing is proposed with this plan.
M. Maynard said no.

M. Varley asked what the estimated distance will be from the
rear property line to the new house.

Mr. Maynard said tentatively, i1t would be 50” or 60”. Regarding
snow plowing, there is nothing the applicant can do about this.
This is sonething homeowners will need to work on with the City.
Regarding conplaints about the poor <condition of Underhil
Street due to previous construction, there is nothing the
applicant can do about this. Honeowners should contact the
Public Works departnment.

M. Varley asked if M. Mynard will be disturbing the pavenent
on Underhill Street.

M. Mynard said yes, to put utilities in. The gas line stops
short of the cul-de-sac, but this is at the discretion of the
gas conpany. Regarding the comment about the tree along the |ot
line, renoval of the tree requires permssion from both of the
property owners. They both share ownership of the tree.
Regarding traffic concerns, there is nothing the applicant can
do. Burke Street has always been a busy street. Adding two
single-famly hones on the street will have m nimal inpact.

M. Varley asked M. Mynard to address whether or not |ot 506
coul d be further subdivided.

M. Mynard said no, because it would not neet the mninmum | ot
size requirenent. He added, regarding porta potty |ocations and
construction vehicle access, that his client is a responsible
buil der and will be reasonabl e.

M. LeC air asked, regarding the overhead utilities on Underhill
Street, if there is an intention for a new pole set.
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M. Maynard said it is likely there will be one nore pole. PSNH
wll not commit to a location until building permt issuance.

M. LeCair asked M. Mwynard to address the abutter concerns
regarding the new utility Iine and the ROV

M. Zedeck asked if the applicant could address general abutter
concerns about the proposed construction site.

Frank Queen Jr., Project Contractor

M. Queen said they will make sure to place the porta potty in
front of the existing two-famly lot, to appease the nei ghbors.

M. Kelly asked M. Maynard to explain his construction tine
franme.

M. Maynard said Burke Street is going to be paved in June 2016.
The Burke Street lot will be conpleted in Spring/Summer and the
Underhill Street lot in |late Sumrer/Fall.

M. Kelly asked if there will be gas in the new houses.

M. Maynard said nost |ikely.

M. LeCair asked if there is any intention to renove the tree
along the lot line, as referenced by the abutter.

M. Mynard said the plan does not indicate that the tree wll
be renoved.

M. Weber asked what time construction wll start, in
consi dering of the noise ordinance and the nei ghbors.

M. Mynard said the ordinance allows construction to start at 7
a. m

M . Dookran said construction is allowed from7 a.m to 8 p.m
on weekdays and Saturday, and 8 a.m to 7 p.m on Sundays.

John Bugeau, 73 Underhill St.

M . Bugeau thanked the Board for their thoughtful consideration

He said they would like to request an 8 a.m start tinme for
construction. Wien the Burke Street construction begins, they
woul d ask that construction vehicles park in the |ot where the
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duplex is currently planned, keeping traffic out of the cul-de-
sac. As far as the power line, it appears that the access pole
in front of Mr. Rancourt’s house, thus requiring the new line to
cut across one or two trees in his yard. If this is the case, he
would like to contractor to work with him to find a suitable
resolution to this issue. He asked that the contractor also give
consi deration of the construction |ayout on the new | ot.

Mr. Maynard said the abutters have been given the developer’s
contact information, if they have questions or concerns. They
Wil do the best they can in regards to parking, but they are
dealing with two different construction sites. He said he cannot
prevent the construction workers fromstarting at 7 a. m

M. LeClair asked M. Mynard to clarify the location of the
proposed new house.

M . Dookran updated the abutters on the status and schedul e of
Burke Street road inprovenents.

The Board discussed whether or not they could stipulate a start
time for construction workers.

M. Jones gave an overview of the proposed project. He said
Janes Ml | arkey, project architect, was also available at the
meeting to answer questions. He said the applicant is requesting
a waiver regarding the requirenment to install a sidewal k along
Marnmon  Drive. There are currently no sidewalks in the
nei ghborhood. They are also requesting a waiver regarding
bui | di ng architecture.

M. Varley asked if the paved surface was bei ng expanded.

M. Jones said no, but there wll be a subsurface drainage
systemin pl ace.

M. Wber asked for clarification regarding the placenent of the
stockade fencing. He also said if the area is |it 24/7, they
coul d experience issues with vandalism

George Martel, Chief Operating Oficer

M. Mirtel said he agreed with M. Wber and it is sonmething
they will consider.

M. Weber asked if they will be using an outdoor P.A system

M. Martel said no.

M. Weber asked if the two dunpsters will remain encl osed.

M. Martel said they will be enclosed, but they are not sure if
they will have one or two dunpsters at this tine.

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M. Prunier concluded his presentation and nentioned the
previ ous car deal erships he has represented before the Pl anning
Board in prior years. He added that sidewalk at this |ocation
woul d not meke sense.

Mr. Jones said the proposed height of the new building is 267.
He is wunsure the height of the existing structure but he
estimates 1t is at least 26° high. The proposed building is of
conparable building height. Regarding the existing stockade

fence; yes, it wll be renoved. Regarding the unhealthy trees,
the intention is to |l eave the existing vegetation and add a hard
buffer. Regarding snow renoval, snow will be stored in the

inventory area, which should not be close to any of the
abutters” lots. If that is not sufficient, the snow would be
removed from the site. Regarding stormmater runoff, the
abutter’s concerns are certainly valid. The existing drainage
infrastructure for the lot is not adequate, but the system they
are proposing is much larger and has been reviewed by the Cty
Engi neer and DES. They wll be greatly inproving stormater
managenment on the site.

M. Mrtel said, regarding the project tineline, they expect it

will be about 9 nonths fromstart to finish.

M. Jones said, regarding privacy concerns, they will be adding
a solid fence atop an existing block wall. The total height of
the wall and fence wll be between 171-175 inches. Regarding

lighting, it is difficult to determine the lighting |evels that
exi st today. They are proposing a highly engi neered product that
will not create spillage onto the abutting properties. Regarding
trash, dunpsters will be enclosed and the applicant is wlling
to schedule trash renoval so that it is at a l|less offensive
time, and during working hours only.

M. Martel said, regarding security canmeras, there are six and
they are limted to views of the site.

M. Millarkey said, regarding the question about ventilation,
the service area is conditioned. The space where cars are
detailed is not conditioned but has radi ant heat.

M. Dookran asked if the proposed stormnater inprovenments wll
all eviate abutter concerns with fl ooding.

M. Jones said the new system wll not exacerbate existing
condi ti ons.

M. Weber asked if the applicant would be willing to address the
issue of nmud and |ack of vegetation in the abutting residential
| ots due to runoff.

M. Prunier said they will |ook at the problem and see what they
can do.

M. Kenney said it would help if they noved one of the snow
storage areas that abut his property. He asked what the
applicant will do about the vacant land; it is often used as a
cut -t hr ough.

M. Prunier said, regarding noise, the waiver is not to waive
the noi se ordinance. The waiver is regarding architecture of the
building. The applicant wants the site to be quiet for the
nei ghbors. Regarding blasting, there are precautions that are
required to be taken prior, including videotaping surrounding
properties to assess existing conditions.
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The project engineer spoke to concerns regarding stormwater and
drai nage. Sone clearing behind the building will be required but
they want to maintain the tree buffer as nuch as possible.

M. Varley asked if <clients accessed their storage units
el ectronically or by |lock and key.
