REMARKS BY THE MAYOR

Mayor Donchess

First, City Clerk Patricia Piecuch did a really good job in managing the election along with all of the poll
workers. We had many voters at all of the polls yesterday and the election went smoothly and the City
Clerk’s office did a really good job, not only the City Clerk but everyone that works for her.

Also, we had a snowstorm the day before the election and | thought the DPW did a pretty good job of
cleaning all of that up.

On the Burke Street project, the garage that we have purchased and now will be upgrading; the committee
that is supervising the project will be meeting with architects soon. | talked with Alderman McCarthy about
scheduling a meeting of the Board of Aldermen on a Saturday morning which will probably occur in March
so that everybody who has not seen the building can go through it. That will be a public meeting so | expect
there will be some members of the public that will attend and go through the building as well and |
encourage everyone to do that because it is a very interesting building and an interesting project and it will
be worthwhile to have seen it as we go forward.

Next we have Lydia Foley who is up for the BIDA tonight. She was recommended of course by the
committee and | think she’s a great appointment. She is a young person in our community who has started
her own business downtown, Purple Finch Realty. | think she will provide a perspective to the BIDA that
they do not currently have and also | think she will learn from the more senior members of the BIDA about
many business and development issues that we have in the city.

The Art’'s Commission is helping to supervise the consultant web in the study regarding the feasibility of a
Performing Arts Center. They have concluded their first interviews and | think they are asking to come back
to talk with a few more people regarding location and some other things but that seems to be going very
well. | finished, along with a number of the Aldermen who attended, the Ward meetings that we held in
each of the nine Wards. | thought the input was very positive and constructive. | learned a lot and | believe
the other members of the Board who were able to attend also learned a lot.

Finally, we met with State DOT earlier this week regarding the disagreement concerning the Broad Street
Parkway, specifically the issue of whether the parcels that were acquired for the route that was later
changed are eligible for federal reimbursement. This is a one of a kind issue because it is very rare
apparently that a route is approved and then an acquisition is made and then that route is changed. This
has raised some unique issues which our team is discussing with DOT and ultimately with Federal Highway
but it does raise issues regarding whether the city can get back all of the federal money that was earmarked
for the project. We feel strongly that we should and that there is sufficient reason for that to occur pursuant
to law and regulations but those discussions are on-going.

The logic | have for supporting it is based on a very informal market
survey that | did with a realtor here in Nashua, there appears to be indifference in the market to the solar
installation on a particular property. Some people might be in favor and some people might be against
when they go to see a property. They might see value there or might not. It’s similar to other installations
that could be at people’s homes. For instance, | got a telephone call from someone who has a tennis court
in their backyard. They didn’t build the tennis court and they don’t want and it’s falling into disrepair yet they
are assessed for the value of that tennis court. When they go to sell their home | think they are going to find
that it may add value to one person but not another. The market effect of something like a tennis court, a
pool or a solar installation may be neutral and if the market effect is neutral then | think we should not have
an assessment. To provide an exemption for something that is market value neutral | think is a great idea
but there are other things like tennis courts and swimming pools that may be in a similar category. While |
support this and I’'m not being critical of the Assessing Department, | do think that we need to think about
assessing additions to properties that actually add a real market value not just because it would seem to be
to somebody of some value. | support this but | think we need to be careful about granting exemptions in a
way that’s universal for other similar so called improvements that may or may not add market value.

REMARKS BY THE MEMBERS OF THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN

Alderman Moriarty

I'd like to address the upcoming budget very briefly. Did we find out what the spending cap is going be? Is
it 1.3% or 1.9%? Regardless, the spending cap is going to be somewhere between 1.3% and 1.9% this
year. Not everybody may realize this but if you look at the salaries of the collective bargaining contracts on
page three they have a listing and some of the salary contracts go out many years and that's a reminder
that the agreements that we have before us do not imply that there is money in the budget for the salary
contracts as currently written. When you consider it remember that the money is not previously allocated, in
fact, one way to be able to determine in advance whether there is going to be money in the budget to afford
these contracts is simply comparing the bottom line percentage of the growth to what the expected
spending cap is going to be. For instance, the spending cap predicted if it is indeed 1.3%; we look at R-16-
002 which is the para educators and we find their salary increase for FY ’16 is 1.4% and for in FY ’17 it’s
1.3% so | would conclude that | would generally be in favor of R-16-002 because it’s total cost additions to
the taxpayers is within what the spending cap is predicted to be. In R-16-003 we look at approving the cost
items of the collective bargaining agreement Board of Education with the food service workers and we see
in FY ’16 the net cost is 1.5% and then 1.7% and 1.9% so those numbers fall somewhere between the 1.3%
and 1.9% that we expect the spending cap to be. | would think that in addition their base salaries only go
up 1% per year and the additional cost is due to things out of their control like retirement cost and
insurance. Personally | believe that R-16-003, the salary contract for the food workers is probably
affordable, it's going to be in the budget. R-16-009 cost items bargaining agreement between the police
commissioners and the police supervisors. That one we find that FY '16 it grows at 3.5% and in FY '17 it’s
4% and FY '18 is 4.4% and FY ’19 is 3.3% which is far in excess of the spending cap and the spending cap
is based on inflation rates and inflation rates sort of track what the general salaries of the general public. |
am still concerned about R-16-009 and | think each of you should take some time to look at that one closely
and find out if you think that salary for that collective bargaining agreement is actually affordable based on
the upcoming spending cap. That'’s it for now, thank you very much.
