Proposed Work, Riverside Block, 53-59 Main Street, Nashua, NH

The "Riverside Block”, at 53-59 Main Street, is a ca. 1925 one-story commercial building bounded by Main Street to
the east and the Nashua River to the south. The Riverside Block is a contributing property to the Nashville Historic
District. The property occupies a riverside site that is adjacent to the Main Street Bridge. The Nashville Historic
District NRHP Nomination Form designates the “Riverside Block” as Nashville Historic District Site Number 12. Refer
to the enclosed Photographs for images of the building's existing conditions and context.

The Nashua Riverfront Project ("Proposed Project”) proposes to create a continuous riverwalk within areas east and
west of Main Street along the Nashua River through a series of boardwalks and paths in downtown Nashua to
promote new mobility and recreational opportunities for the public. The project involves the addition of new green
space along the river corridor, creation of visual and physical access to the Nashua River, and substantiai
improvements to accessibility. The project is located within the urban downtown portion of Nashua and is
surrounded primarily by commercial development and apartment buildings. The Proposed Project would involve
the addition of a cantilevered boardwalk structure onto the south elevation of 53-59 Main Street, a contributing
property to the Nashville Historic District. Refer to the enclosed Photographs and Figures for more information.

The Proposed Project will include construction of a 10-foot-wide boardwalk path cantilevered along the south wall
of the Riverside Block building from Main Street westward for approximately 230 feet, where it would touch down
at the proposed paved multiuse path. The boardwalk would be cantilevered off the building at the same elevation
as Main Street. West of the building, the boardwalk would be supported by an existing concrete retaining wall that
runs along the river's edge. The work wili include construction of a wooden deck for restaurant seating to replace
the current outdoor patio at the same elevation as the boardwalk.

The views toward the project would not introduce a salient change within this visual landscape since pedestrian
pathways and boardwalk infrastructure are present within the surrounding area. Refer to the enclosed Site
Photographs. The proposed infrastructure is visually compatible with the existing elements. Visually, the Proposed
Project would introduce a new boardwalk structure to the side (south elevation) of the Riverside Block. The
boardwalk would connect the existing paved pathway on the north side of the Nashua River to Main Street; on the
east side of Main Street there exists a similar cantilevered boardwalk on the south elevation of 48 Main Street. The
new boardwalk would serve as a connection to the existing paved pathway and the existing cantilevered boardwalk.
