General Meeting Highlights/Notes/Brief Description of Meeting
	· [bookmark: _GoBack]Patrick Herlihy: The Capitol Corridor project Development phase is still ongoing. There were some delays caused by COVID-19 earlier in the year; however, work has continued.  Negotiations are ongoing with a firm that will cost out the project. Once agreement is reached with the firm, it will be presented to the Governor’s Council in October 2020. Time frame for the firm to cost out the Capitol Corridor Project is 2 years. 
· Question: do you anticipate telework changing the scope of passenger Rail? It is unknown at this point.
· How would Rep. Kuster’s legislature help the Corridor Project? It will help pay for the credit requirement which will be in the financial plan. 
· How do you see the Nashua Rail Committee helping? It will be mainly during the financial planning process. Chambers help will also be needed at that time. 

· Tom Giancola: Invest in American Rail Road act will help break down barriers to Rail. Two major takeaways are $650 million going to Risk Premiums and Rift Loans count as Conservation Investment Grants
